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ED.M. IN ADULT AND CONTINUING EDUCATION ONLINE 
 
 
I. PROGRAM DESCRIPTION: The Ed.M. program for adult and continuing education is designed for individuals 

working in educational, non-profit, community-based, health care and corporate settings who wish to 
develop the knowledge and skills for designing, implementing, assessing, and evaluating learning 
experiences in formal and informal settings for adults. 
 
The 30-credit program is designed to develop conceptual and practical understanding of the adult 
learner, how to plan classes and programs that are best suited to meet the needs of adult learners, and 
how to create learning contexts that can encourage sustained learning and productive change in a 
variety of context in which adults learn. 
 
This program does not include coursework leading to a New Jersey school personnel license. 
 
 

II. APPLICATION DEADLINES: 
Fall admission - August 15 deadline 
Spring admission - December 15 deadline 
Summer admission - May 15 deadline 

 
 
III. APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS: To be considered for admission to the program, applicants must provide the 

following before the deadline: 
1. Personal statement outlining your goals related to obtaining an Ed.M. in Adult and Continuing 

Education 
2. Three letters of recommendation 
3. Official undergraduate transcripts 
4. Students with an undergraduate GPA below 3.0 must submit evidence of the potential to 

successfully complete the program (e.g., GRE scores) 
5. Resume (preferred)
