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I.	PROGRAM DESCRIPTION: The Ed.M. in Special Education offered at the GSE provides advanced preparation for both certified special education teachers and general education teachers. This advanced degree program does not lead to initial teacher certification.
Through completion of the required courses, students will develop knowledge, and competencies in assessment, intervention, data-based decision making, teaching, collaboration, related social issues, consultation, instructional technology, and New Jersey Special Education Law, balancing wellness promotion and risk-based prevention approaches for diverse group of learners.

The program does not include coursework leading to teacher certification.
